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Introduction

This newsletter covers the activities of the Warwickshire Fungus Survey during 2002 as recorded by the group members and although its primary purpose is to present the mycological records, other articles and contributions would be welcome.  The records generally concern the foray programme but non-foray records from individuals and other groups have also been included where they represent a new site record or an unusual / interesting occurrence.  Where available, habitat and substrate information has been noted and observers are urged to record this important data whenever possible.

The British Mycological Society’s computerised dictionary of fungus names has generally been used in this newsletter but certain, as yet unfamiliar, changes such as Gymnopus for Collybia have been ignored.  Where the species name quoted in the lists differs from that quoted in A Fungus Flora of Warwickshire and is not yet in common usage, the original name is indicated for the first mention.

Notes

Herbarium

Our herbarium, housed in the Warwickshire Museum, now comprises between six and seven thousand specimens; there are over 7,000 cards but an unknown number refer to specimens sent to specialists for identification where the material was not returned.  In these cases there is a letter of authentication in the file, which may or may not give details of location of the specimen in a personal or national herbarium.  When all our records are on the database we should attempt to follow up these records and add the information to the database.  There are also a very few non-Warwickshire collections in the herbarium.  The herbarium has proved useful at a national level on two occasions.

We have a specimen identified as Boletus regius from Ling Ground (Weethley) collected by Malcolm Clark in September 1966; this is a Biodiversity Action Plan species protected by legislation, rare throughout its northern and central European range and listed as endangered or even extinct in several countries.  A project was initiated in 1998 by Plantlife (see Plantlife report no. 111, 1998) to investigate the occurrence in Britain of this species and of B. pseudoregius with which it has been much confused.  Roy Watling has examined the Warwickshire material and the notes by Fred Fincher accompanying the specimen and come to the conclusion that it is definitely not B. regius and almost certainly B. pseudoregius.

There has been considerable progress in the study of Boletes since the publication in 1970 of Part 1 of the British Fungus Flora (see Field Mycology 3(3), 2002).  Now Roy Watling and Alan Hills are working towards an updated version.  So we had a request for the material of Boletus fragrans collected in Sutton Park in November 1968 for it to be re-examined; we were pleased when the identity was confirmed.

Database

The background and history of the Warwickshire Fungus Survey have been told in the published A Fungus Flora of Warwickshire: pp. 1–10.  In 1999 planning was started for a project to enter all our records onto the national British Mycological Society Fungus Records Database (BMSFRD).  Grants were obtained from the BMS and Birmingham Natural History Society and guidelines laid down for standardising the entries in agreement with the database manager Paul Kirk.  Bert Brand as a non-computer person undertook to prepare the records for keyboarding and Bill Moodie took on the task of co-ordinating the electronic records and liaison with Paul Kirk.  All the foray records from 1981–2001 are now either on the database or with those doing the keyboarding (David Antrobus, Gill Brand, Bill Moodie and John Sells) and in the process of being entered.

Due to the way our Flora, published in 1980 was presented, the pre-1980 records used in compiling that work are not in a suitable form for keyboarding as they stand.  A further complication is that sadly the editor, Malcolm Clark, is no longer with us to answer queries and all his records have to be extracted from his diaries (held at the museum), but progress is being made in preparing all these records for the database.

To date we have entered about 11,000 records onto the BMSFRD with many more in the pipeline.  There remain many scattered records to be incorporated; particularly non-foray records made by survey team members since publication of the Flora.  Bert Brand is particularly keen to have these records for entry; funds are available to pay photocopying costs.  When all our records are entered there will have to be careful scrutiny of the approximately 7,500 Warwickshire records on the database, which were entered by other people before we started our database entries; many of these will prove to be duplicates and probably incomplete, some entered from our Flora by other people, records from the Gasteromycete mapping scheme, the Waxcap survey etc.

Melanotus

The genus Melanotus is included in the British Fungus Flora, part 5.  The substrate for M. horizontalis is given as deciduous wood, for M. proteus as coniferous wood and for M. textilis as doormat, carpet, floorboards and rotting stems.  A paper by Sime & Petersen in Mycotaxon 71: 481–492, (1999) compares these species and concludes that only one species is involved, the name M. horizontalis having priority.

This species was found in profusion on fallen conifer trunks and trimmings at the Mays Wood foray on 24th November; it was also seen in quantity in a similar habitat at Sutherland Lodge in Yorkshire in October 2001.  The only other time I have seen the species was a very few fruit bodies on a fallen ash in Ragley Park in November 1997; it is a species that seems to be becoming much more common.

Ustilago maydis

One of the new county records in 2002 was of the maize smut, Ustilago maydis.  This parasite of living maize was found by Pam Copson whilst walking along a footpath through a crop of maize near Court House Farm, Sherbourne on 25th August 2002.  At that time the maize plants were at least 2.4m tall and the fungal infections could be seen as irregular swellings mainly on the developing cobs but also on other aerial parts.  Some of the swellings were very large, up to 10cm across, and most were enclosed in a whitish membrane.  Inside were masses of very dark sepia spores.

The fungus is widespread in parts of the world where maize is grown extensively, including the warmer parts of Europe and North America.  In Britain in 1959 it was reported by W. C. Moore to be restricted to the south and east of England, occurring occasionally in Surrey, Berkshire, Middlesex, Cambridgeshire, Suffolk and Norfolk.  Since then the breeding of more cold tolerant maize varieties and the increasing trend to warmer summers has encouraged the growing of maize (for sweet corn, ornamental and forage purposes) nationally, including in Warwickshire.

Farmers growing maize for human food or animal fodder regard the fungus as causing a significant disease requiring control measures.  It results in crop loss but claims about the edibility of the fungus are conflicting.  R. T. V. Fox writing in the Mycologist 4: 42, 1990 reports that it is toxic to man and animals, inducing an allergic disorder.  On the other hand Dorothy McMeekin, also in the Mycologist 13: 180, 1999, describes a long tradition in Mexico of eating the galls, which dates back to the Aztecs, and still continues.  The immature white stage is regarded as a delicacy and the mature stage is also eaten.

The fungus is easiest to spot whilst walking within the crop – perhaps maize mazes would be good search sites.

Foray Records


2002

The dry weather began at the beginning of August, lasted right through September and into early October.  Consequently, macro fungi were in very short supply and subsequent heavy rains did little to improve matters, though the lack of frosts ensured a longer season.  On the scheduled forays there was just one record of Amanita, one Cortinarius, a couple of Boletes and very few Russulales.  Lactarius quietus and Xerocomus chrysenteron for instance were not recorded.  It was a good year for The Goblet Pseudoclitocybe cyathiformis and for Phlebiopsis gigantea, Macrotyphula fistulosa and M. juncea.  As winter approached the Velvet Shank Flammulina velutipes became very common, particularly on weakened elms.

Earlswood Nature Reserve (SSSI)


05.05.02

A group of just seven met for the first foray of the year.  It was a bright, slightly chilly morning and as fungi were few and far between, we decided that a general nature walk round the complex of woods would be appropriate.  John Williams led us through New Fallings Coppice, across the railway line just in time to see the steam-hauled Shakespeare Express, through the surrounding meadows, into Big Clowes and finally back across the railway into Little Clowes Wood.  The spring flowers were at their best with swathes of Bluebells, Greater Stitchwort, Marsh Marigolds and Ramsons.  Jane Sells identified the uncommon Medium-flowered Wintercress Barbarea intermedia, Wood Speedwell Veronica montana and Bitter Vetch Lathyrus linifolius.  There were a number of butterflies including Holly Blue, Orange Tip and Green-veined White.  The recorded fungi just outnumbered the participants with Entoloma clypeatum being of most interest.

However, we had a pleasant stroll round this urban nature reserve and were able to liberate a Brown Hawker dragonfly from a spider's web and had a view of a splendid Elephant Hawk Moth caterpillar on Great Willowherb.

This was our first visit to this small broad-leaved wood on a pleasant, calm morning in complete contrast to the previous Sunday.  Fungi, particularly agarics, were hard to find with most specimens being of the 'grey' variety.  An interesting bracket at the base of a Horse Chestnut proved to be Rigidoporus ulmarius.  There were many specimens of Hebeloma crustuliniforme growing in grass under willows, but the presence of a 'wick' from the cap to stipe was misleading.  Gill Brand discovered another new rust for the county on Common Reed.

Cold Comfort Wood


10.11.02

This was our first formal visit to this mature woodland not far from the previous Sunday's foray.  The main trees were oak and hazel but some Scots pine and larch had been planted.  The over night rain soon cleared to leave a reasonable morning.  The regulars were enhanced by five visitors including two Americans who were currently working in London.  Considering the poor season there were several interesting finds with the predominate species being Mycena.  A spectacular sight was the miniature forest of Macrotyphula juncea covering many square metres of woodland.  There was a 'fairy ring', half consisting of Shaggy Parasol Macrolepiota rhacodes and the other half of Horse Mushroom Agaricus arvensis in a woodland setting.  Two new county records consisted of resupinates.

Once again early rain quickly gave way to a pleasant morning.  At the farm where we parked we were shown a rosette of Oyster Fungus growing in a flowerbed with no apparent buried wood.  Here we also saw Stereum hirsutum growing at the base of a Eucalyptus.  Mays Wood is mainly a conifer plantation but there are mature Oaks and other hardwoods.  There were good displays of the Goblet and Gymnopilus penetrans and Melanotus horizontalis was quite prolific on fallen Pines.  A single specimen of Russula ochroleuca was a highlight, being the only foray record of this species this year.
